Hear Gennifer Choldenko, a California Young Reader Medal Winner and Newbery 
Honor Book Winner, speak about “The Weird World of Alcatraz Island in 1935.” 

Learn about the history behind her Al Capone Books with a special emphasis on the creation of 
the third book, Al Capone Does My Homework, due out in 2013. The myths about Al Capone and 
Alcatraz are the stuff of legends, but the reality is pretty amazing in its own right. Choldenko spent a 
year working as a docent on Alcatraz and became an honorary member of the Alcatraz Alumni Associa-
tion. She will share a slide show using vintage Alcatraz photos (courtesy of the San Francisco 
Library) about the history of the island and how it impacted the writing of Al Capone Does My 
Shirts, Al Capone Shines My Shoes, and Al Capone Does My Homework.   

Gennifer Choldenko, a graduate of Brandeis University and the Rhode Island School of 
Design, was born in Santa Monica, Califor- nia, and lives in the Bay Area.. Her books 
have won numerous recognitions, including the CYRM Medal, Newbery Honor Award, 
ALA Notable Recording, Best Books for Young Adults, Bank Street College Best Children's 
Books of the Year, California Library Association Beatty and Focal Awards, Chicago Public Library Best of the 
Best, New York Library's Best 100 Books for Reading and Sharing, Publisher's Weekly Best Books of the Year, and 
School Library Journal Best Books of the Year.
